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Selection of Student Leaders:
 Policy and Process
Review Date: November 2017
Outcomes

The selection process identifies students able to fulfil the duties and responsibilities of student leaders. The selection process is highly visible, easily communicated and understood by staff, parents and students.
Election process
Prefects

Six girls and six boys from Year 5 will be elected annually to the positions of prefect in term 4 of the preceding year. Elected students will hold office for one school year. The electorate includes students in Years 2, 3, 4 and 5 and the school staff. 

Nomination

Students self-nominate for prefect by completing an application form. Nominations of Year 5 students will take place in Week 9/10, Term 3. In preparation the Assistant Principal (Stage 3 coordinator) discusses the roles and responsibilities with all Year 5. All Year 5 teachers then discuss with their class leadership qualities and what a leader looks like. Application form is explained in great detail, including the need to highlight attributes which reflect individual students.
Nominations will be culled to up to 24 students in consultation with Stage 3 teachers and Stage 3 coordinator.  Nominations are announced in Week 4 (or before) at the school assembly, where students will be introduced to the nominees.
Process of Selection for Prefects

1- Teachers will show all Year 5 students the application form which highlights the selection criteria that will be used to cull and choose the candidates (refer to application form). 

2- Students apply by filling out an application form that is to be signed by them and their guardian.
3- Application forms are completed and handed to Stage 3 coordinator. 

4- Panel of Stage 3 teachers and Stage 3 coordinator/ executive meet to discuss each application and cull according to the agreed criteria.
5- Successful/ unsuccessful applicants are notified both in person and via a letter explaining the next process.

6- Students who have been selected will need to prepare a speech for the prefects’ assembly as well as a poster. The poster will be displayed in a designated area (usually Block C windows). 
7- Prefects’ assembly takes place and voting occurs.

a. Before lunch girl candidates present speeches, students go back to classrooms and vote

b. After lunch boy candidates present speeches, students go back to classrooms and vote

c. When voting, students vote for 3 girls and the 3 boys they want to be elected as prefects.

d. If possible, voting to be done online through Google docs, otherwise ballot papers put into envelope and sent to Assistant Principal, Stage 3.

8- Votes are counted by Stage 3 staff.

9- Successful/ unsuccessful students informed.
School Captains:
Outcome:
2 school captains and 2 vice captains.
Electorate:
By application and interview – Current year Captains, Principal and Assistant Principal Primary will make up the panel.

The questions will be written by Assistant Principal Primary and current Captains.

Prefects who are interested in applying for captain must fill out the Application for School Captain and hand it to the Assistant Principal Primary by the closing date for applications (to be announced after prefect results).
On the morning of the interviews, the applicants will be given an interview time.  10 minutes before the interview the applicant will be given the 3 questions to peruse.  A scenario will be given as the last question during the interview.
Selection:
Each question will have a score out of 5 to make a total combined score out of 20.  After discussion between panel members, a final decision will be made. The Principal will have the final deciding vote.
Results:
All applicants informed ASAP and then results announced at Speech Day.
Students are reminded to refer to the Prefect contract for qualities of a school leader.
At all stages of the nomination and election process, the Principal has the casting vote. 
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
